I Want to Follow Jesus
[Jesus asked,] “Who do you say I am?” Peter answered, “You are the Christ.” 

Jesus…then began to teach them that the Son of Man must suffer many things and be rejected by the elders, chief priests and teachers of the law, and that he must be killed and after three days rise again.

Then he called the crowd to him along with his disciples and said: “If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.” (Mark 8:29-31, 34, NIV)

Jesus needed His followers to understand where He was going and how He was going to get there. “Yes, I am the Messiah. But that doesn’t mean success and glory are just ahead. It means I am about to sacrifice My life for the salvation of others, for people who don’t understand it and don’t deserve it. And if you want to be My followers, you have to deny your own interests as I have, pick up your cross, and come with Me.”

Deny myself—it’s a noble thought, but what does it involve? It means I have to

· renounce my own interests completely

· be totally without regard for my advantage, comfort, and convenience

· give up dependence on my own knowledge and resources and depend only on the Father
· take my life and future out of my own hands and place them totally in His.

That’s easy to say but not easy to do. Life’s demands continually nag at my weaknesses. Fears and comforts pull me this way and that. How can I resist self-protection and self-concern? How can I follow Jesus straight into His storm of suffering?
But then I look at Him. I see the person He was and the way He lived. I see His peace, His patience, His sufficiency in every situation. I see His deep, constant relationship with the Father. I see His fearless, powerful, never-strained love. And I want to deny myself. I want to rid myself of this perpetual burden of petty self-concern. I want to pick up my own cross and follow Him wherever He goes. I want to be like Him. I say with the Apostle Paul: 

I consider everything a loss compared to the surpassing greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things. I consider them rubbish, that I may gain Christ and be found in him…I want to know Christ…and the fellowship of sharing in his sufferings, becoming like him in his death. (Philippians 3:8-9, 10, NIV)

What attracts me to this life is the inherent beauty of Jesus Christ.

Father, Glorify Yourself

When some current concern stirs up our anxieties, we desperately pray for deliverance. We beg God to take away the need. Sometimes He is glad to do so and removes it quickly. Sometimes He does not.

Do you want a prayer that God will always answer and always grant? Pray this: Father, glorify Yourself through this need. Express your concerns to Him simply and honestly, but make His glory the focus of your prayer. When God is glorified in the eyes of people—that is, when they see how loving and beautiful and wonderful He is—the good far outweighs the meeting of the one immediate need.
Remember, Jesus teaches us that when we come to God, we are to pray this way:

Our Father, high above us in heaven,

may Your name be glorified,

may Your Kingdom come,

and may Your will be done

here on earth, just as it is in heaven.
(Matthew 6:9-10, paraphrase)

Jesus teaches us that we should think and live as such royal children, in the immediate presence of our Father. When we do, everything changes! God is love, so we want to love everyone He loves. His resources are unlimited, so generosity is natural and affordable. Jesus’ upside-down teachings suddenly start to make perfect sense! When we trust ourselves to our Father’s care, we are free to live and love and give as Christ taught.

Hope keeps us going. Positive expectations pull us forward. On a day-to-day basis, where life is mostly lived, these expectations are often tied to circumstances. Our satisfaction has an “if”:

If I had the day off tomorrow…

If I could sleep late in the morning…

If I had a week’s vacation…

If a big raise would come through…

If I could get out of this job into a new career…

We tend to hinge our happiness on developments that are both out of our reach and doomed to disappoint when they arrive. Time off work proves to be a mixture of joy and turmoil, like the rest of life. That big raise evaporates into the family budget. The new career eventually becomes just another job.

We place our hopes on things that are too temporary to meet our true needs and too shallow to touch the root of our discontent. Our lives are thus driven by misdirected hopes and dragged down by restlessness and frustration.

But we don’t have to let circumstances define our joy or fruitfulness. Recall your personal encounters with God—when you first trusted Him for salvation, and when you’ve trusted Him since on matters big or small. Sensing His reality and His presence, you tasted a satisfaction and a settled rest that are more constant than temporary situations. They grow from a hope that is deep and unchanging.

We all experience a certain restlessness in life. We find ourselves reaching for more, whether that “more” be new purchases, physical pleasure, or personal achievement. But bring your restlessness to God. Direct your restless seeking toward Him, making Psalm 62 your testimony:

My soul finds rest in God alone…

My hope comes from him…

Trust in him at all times…

Though your riches increase,

do not set your heart on them. (Psalm 62:1, 5, 8, 10, NIV)

When God becomes the focus of our seeking, our satisfaction is no longer an “if”. All His promises, all His love ever wanted for us, all He is, has come to us in Jesus Christ. As we look to Him and trust Him, He becomes our happiness and our hope. Only Jesus Christ brings rich and satisfying contentment.
