Whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus,
giving thanks to God the Father through him. (Colossians 3:17, NIV)

Little Things for God

We search and trouble ourselves to learn how to love God. Yet it is so simple. It is not
necessary to do great things for God. We can do little things for Him.

Do you have small, menial tasks to do? Are they sometimes unpleasant? Do them for
love of God, as a personal service to Him. As you work, look to God. Talk to Him. Ask
for His help. Then when you complete the task, thank God for the grace to work.

Don't tire of doing little things out of love for Him. The littleness of the work does not

lessen the value of the offering, for God regards not the greatness of the work, but the
love that prompts it.
