Openness and Simplicity

If you believe that, honor Him with honesty. When you need guidance, ask for it. When 
you’re worried, tell Him and ask for His help. When a task seems overwhelming, 
express your dependence on Him.  When things go well, thank Him and give Him the 
glory.
