What does an anchor do?
It grips immovable ground so that
when all the storms of this world
attack us and
pressure us and
try to blow us away,
we are held steady.

So what is the immovable ground 
to which we anchor ourselves?
It is the
unchanging,
immovable,
eternal,
almighty 
GOD,
the I AM,
the source and ground of 
all Being and
all reality.

And what is the anchor that
grips Him and
will never let go?
Our anchor is 
the hope He has given us.
This is not the weak “hope so” of human hope, but
the absolute confidence,
the full assurance
that God 
is all He says He is and
will do all He says He will do.
